Prof. Dr. ARBER HADRI is a senior research professor and scientific editor at the Institute of
History "Ali Hadri" in Prishtina, Kosovo. His scholarly work is centered on the study of Kosovo’s
history from 1912 to 2008. It is distinguished by an analytical and critical approach to the internal
historical developments of Kosovo, as well as to the broader dynamics of international relations
that have shaped its political and historical trajectory. In particular, he devotes sustained attention
to the examination of the foreign policy of the United States and other Great Powers toward the



Albanian question, analyzing their role in the historical and diplomatic processes that culminated
in the proclamation of Kosovo’s independence.

His academic contribution comprises a substantial body of monographs, documentary volumes,
scholarly articles, and research projects. Among his principal publications are: United States
Policy toward the Kosovo Issue, 1989-2008; President Wilson and the Albanian Question: U.S.
Policy at the Paris Peace Conference, 1919-1920; The U.S. National Security Council: The War
in Kosovo; Official Public Documents of the U.S. National Security Council; Informal Relations:
The United States and the Revolutionary Government in Albania (Institute of History “Ali Hadri”);
as well as Albania in United States Documents, 1945, published by the Academy of Sciences of
Albania.

In addition to his research activity, Dr. Hadri has held significant professional and institutional
leadership positions. He served as Director of the Museum of Kosovo from 2001 to 2012. He was
the initiator, conceptual designer, and leader of several institutions and museum projects of
national importance, including the Ethnological Museum of Kosovo, the Archaeological Park of
Kosovo, the Museum—House of the Independence of Kosovo, and the “Isa Boletini” Museum. He
has lectured at the University of Prishtina and is the founder and first director of the Department
of Cultural Heritage of Kosovo. He is also the author of the concept and idea for the realization of
the museum exhibit of the Declaration of Independence of Kosovo. Furthermore, he was actively
engaged in the campaign for the return of Kosovo’s museum collections, including the artifact
known as the “Goddess on the Throne.”

Currently, Dr. Arbér Hadri is actively involved in leading several research projects at the Institute
of History “Ali Hadri”. At the same time, he participates in other national research initiatives,
notably as the scientific editor of the project The War in Kosovo 1998—1999, carried out within the
framework of the Albanian Encyclopedia of the Academy of Sciences and Arts of Kosovo.
